® Since the only issue corrected was the above display issue,
Windows Vista users should install version 1.0.6.

® Support was added for 11.2MHz DSD playback using the UD-503
model.

® The UD-301 and Al-301DA are now supported.

® \When connected to a USB 3.0 host controller made by Renesas
(NEC), the supported products would not be recognized prop-
erly in some cases. This has been fixed.

® \When the driver is installed on Windows 8, Windows 7 or
Windows Vista, the “Default Format” bit rate and sampling rate
settings in the sound playback device properties for the TEAC USB
AUDIO DEVICE are now 24-bit/192000 Hz.
